WHEREAS, the LA DOTD, Division of Aviation is authorized by Title 2 to expend funds for the construction or enlargement of airports for the safety and advancement of aeronautics;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

SECTION I

That the Sponsor does hereby formally request that the LA DOTD, Division of Aviation provide funds required to complete the airport improvements at the Vivian Airport specifically as described in the Capital Improvement Program Application for State Financial Assistance dated October 13, 2016:

Citizen Comments - There were none.

Code Enforcement Update - Condemned Property -

115 East Arkansas - Code Enforcement Office made his report indicating that no improvements were made on this property.  There was siding loose and varments/wildlife consistently under and about the property.  Code Enforcement Officer indicated that the property was dilapidated and in dangerous condition and needed to be condemned.  Interested party, Jim Slagle, made several comments including that the property is not a house but a building and is listed as a warehouse on the Caddo Parish Tax Assessor’s role.  He did not wish for it to be condemned and he is in the process of trying to convey the building to Mr. Cherry.  Mr. Cherry, who owns the feed store, was present and said he wanted to negotiate with KCS, who owns the property, but needs some more time.  KCS apparently would not negotiate or speak to him until this item was removed from the condemnation list.

Motion was made by   Alexander and seconded by   Burton to remove the above  property from the condemnation list, to allow Mr. Cherry additional time to purchase the building and bring the matter up to code and/or negotiate an agreement with KCS.  If there is no improvement and nothing done within six months time period, this matter will be placed back on the condemnation list at that time.  All council present voted in agreement.

210 Spruce - Code Enforcement Office made his report indicating that this property was in a dilapidated and dangerous condition and the roof was falling in and needed to be condemned.  The Town Attorney gave a brief history on this matter and further read the Curator’s report into the record, which was filed by Curator Sam Goodwin.  Sam Goodwin indicated that the Tax Assessor’s role showed the property to be in the name of Earl Newman and Mae Newman.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Vivian in due regular and legal session convened, that the following ordinance was presented as follows:

An ordinance for the Code of Ordinance, Town of Vivian, Louisiana, to amend and supplement  Article VI. OFFENSES AGAINST PUBLIC MORALS AND DECENCY of Chapter 11 MISCELLANEOUS OFFENSES to include Section 11-178 Model glue; use of; abuse of toxic vapors; unlawful sales to minors; penalties of the Code of Ordinance of the Town of Vivian, Louisiana are hereby enacted to read as follows:

Section 11-178   Model glue; use of; abuse of toxic vapors; unlawful sales to minors; penalties

A. Definitions: 

(1) The term “model glue” shall mean any glue or cement of the type commonly used in the building of model airplanes, boats and automobiles and which contains one or more of the following volatile solvents: (a) toluol, (b) hexane, (c) trichlorethylene, (d) acetone, (e) toluene, (f) ethyl acetate, (g) methyl ethyl ketone, (h) trichlorochthane, (i) isopropanol, (j) methyl isobutyl ketone, (k) methyl cellosolve acetate, (l) cyclohexanone, or (m) any other solvent, material, substance, chemical or combination thereof having the property of releasing toxic vapors. 

(2) “Abuse of toxic vapors” shall mean to smell or inhale the fumes of any solvent, material, substance, chemical or combinations thereof having the property of releasing toxic vapors for the purpose of causing a condition of or inducing a symptom included in Subsection B of this Section. 

B. It shall be unlawful for any person to intentionally smell or inhale the fumes of any type of model glue or toxic vapors for the purpose of causing a condition of or inducing symptoms of intoxication, elation, euphoria, dizziness, excitement, irrational behavior, exhilaration, paralysis, stupefaction or dulling of the senses or nervous system; or for the purpose of, in any manner, changing, distorting or disturbing the audio, visual or mental processes. This Section shall not apply to the inhalation of any anesthesia for medical or dental purposes.

 

C. It shall be unlawful for any person to sell any type of model glue to a minor for any reason whatsoever.

D. It shall be unlawful for any person to sell or otherwise transfer possession of any type of model glue to any minor for any purpose whatsoever, unless the minor receiving possession of the model glue is the child or ward of and under the lawful custody of the vendor, donor or transferor of the glue. 

E. Any person violating any provisions of this Section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and fined in accordance with Section 1-13 of the Code of Ordinances under the Town of Vivian.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of Vivian, State of Louisiana (the "Governing Authority"), acting as the governing authority of the Town of Vivian, State of Louisiana (the "Town"), that:


SECTION 1.
Election Call.  Subject to the approval of the State Bond Commission, and under the authority conferred by Article VI, Sections 27, 30 and 32 of the Constitution of the State of Louisiana of 1974, the applicable provisions of Chapter 5 and Chapter 6-A of the Louisiana Election Code, and other constitutional and statutory authority, a special election is hereby called and ordered to be held in the Town on TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 8, 2016, between the hours of six o'clock (6:00) a.m., and eight o'clock (8:00) p.m., in accordance with the provisions of La. R.S. 18:541, and at the said election there shall be submitted to all registered voters qualified and entitled to vote at the said election under the Constitution and laws of this State and the Constitution of the United States, the following propositions, to-wit:

STREET MILLAGE RENEWAL PROPOSITION

Shall the Town of Vivian, State of Louisiana (the Town), continue to levy and collect a special tax of two and seventy-nine hundredths (2.79) mills on all the property subject to taxation within the Town (an estimated $38,000 reasonably expected at this time to be collected from the levy of the tax for an entire year) for a period of ten (10) years, beginning with the year 2018 and ending with the year 2027, for the purpose of improving and maintaining public streets in said Town?

SECTION 3.
Canvass.  This Governing Authority shall meet at its regular meeting place, the Town Hall, 112 W. Alabama Street, Vivian, Louisiana, on MONDAY, JANUARY 9, 2017, at SIX O'CLOCK (6:00) P.M., and shall then and there in open and public session proceed to examine and canvass the returns and declare the result of the said special election.


SECTION 4.
Polling Places.  The polling places set forth in the aforesaid Notice of Special Election are hereby designated as the polling places at which to hold the said election, and the Commissioners-in-Charge and Commissioners, respectively, will be the same persons as those designated in accordance with law.


SECTION 5.
Election Commissioners; Voting Machines.  The officers designated to serve as Commissioners-in-Charge and Commissioners pursuant to Section 4 hereof, or such substitutes therefor as may be selected and designated in accordance with La. R.S. 18:1287, shall hold the said special election as herein provided, and shall make due returns of said election for the meeting of the Governing Authority to be held on Monday, January 9, 2017, as provided in Section 3 hereof.  All registered voters in the Town will be entitled to vote at the special election, and voting machines shall be used.


SECTION 6.
Authorization of Officers. ORDINANCE NO. _681_

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING CENTERPOINT ENERGY RESOURCES CORP., D/B/A CENTERPOINT ENERGY LOUISIANA GAS, THE RIGHT TO CONSTRUCT, INSTALL, OPERATE AND MAINTAIN FACILITIES FOR THE TRANSPORTATION, DISTRIBUTION AND SALE OF GAS IN THE MUNICIPALITY AND, FOR SUCH PURPOSES, TO USE AND EXCAVATE IN THE PUBLIC HIGHWAYS, STREETS, SIDEWALKS, ALLEYS, SQUARES, COMMONS, GROUNDS, AND OTHER PUBLICLY OWNED AREAS AND LEVYING A FRANCHISE (PRIVILEGE) TAX FOR THAT PURPOSE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMAN FOR THE TOWN OFVIVIAN, LOUISIANA:

CenterPoint Energy Resources Corp.,d/b/a CenterPoint Energy Louisiana Gas, its successors and assigns, hereinafter called “Grantee,” is hereby granted the right to construct, install, operate and maintain in this municipality, as now and hereafter constituted, pipelines and related facilities for the transportation, distribution and sale of gas and for such purposes to use, and excavate in, the public highways, bridges, streets, sidewalks, alleys, squares, commons, grounds and other publicly owned areas for a period of twenty-five (25) years.The term shall automatically renew for one-year periods unless either party gives notice of termination at least ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the then-current term; provided, however, that the term shall not exceed a total of sixty (60) years from the effective date of this franchise.  Upon its timely acceptance, this ordinance shall continue in effect for a period of sixty (60) years from the date of its passage and approval as indicated below, unless terminated earlier pursuant to this ordinance.

Grantee’s facilities shall be installed and operated in a workman like manner, and this Municipality shall be held harmless from any damages caused by the negligence of Grantee’s employees in the course of their employment.  Grantee shall tunnel beneath paved streets, sidewalks and alleys wherever practical in laying and replacing mains.  Grantee shall refill its excavations and restore sidewalks and pavements promptly, and if this is not done within a reasonable time then it may be done by the Municipality at Grantee’s expense.  Grantee’s lines shall be laid so as not to interfere with the present sewer and/or water system, and if a new sewer and/or water line crosses Grantee’s pipeline at the same level, then this Municipality may, if Grantee has not done so after reasonable notice, raise or lower Grantee’s line at Grantee’s expense but only under Grantee’s supervision.  However, if any relocation of Grantee’s pipelines and/or related facilities is required as a result of any project of the United States federal government or any project financed in whole or in part by the United States federal government, then the Municipality shall pay Grantee the costs and expenses incurred by Grantee in relocating Grantee’s pipelines and/or related facilities up to but not greater than the total finances provided in connection with any such project by the United States federal government.

This Municipality may inspect Grantee’s construction work at any time, or have said work inspected by a qualified engineer.

The point of delivery of gas to the consumer shall be at the inlet to the consumer’s meter, and service pipe and facilities necessary to safely receive and utilize the gas at and beyond that point of delivery shall be furnished and maintained by the consumer, except that Grantee shall furnish and connect the gas meter.  Title to all equipment installed by Grantee shall remain in Grantee, and Grantee shall have the unqualified right to use, extend, repair, replace, change, abandon or remove facilities installed under the authority of this grant or any other facilities as it may determine to be necessary or desirable from time to time in the conduct of its business.  Grantee will not be obligated to commence, extend or continue any particular gas service by means of facilities installed under the authority of this grant or any other facilities except as Grantee may determine the prudent management and use of its present and future gas supply and facilities to permit and in accordance with Grantee’s applicable rates, rules, regulations, policies and procedures, including curtailment procedures, as the same may exist and be changed from time to time.   Grantee may promulgate and enforce reasonable rules, regulations and requirements governing the sale, delivery, receipt and use of gas furnished by Grantee and the commencement and discontinuance of gas service.

Grantee’s rates currently effective in this Municipality for gas service shall continue in effect until raised or lowered in the manner provided by law.

In consideration of this grant, beginning on the date Grantee files its written acceptance of this ordinance and thereafter for as long as this ordinance remains in effect in accordance with its terms, Grantee shall pay to the Town of Vivian, three percent (3%) of Grantee’s gross receipts from gas sales to residential and commercial customers located inside the city limits.  If the total amount of all such taxes, fees, levies or charges for which Grantee is liable exceeds the 3% percent gross proceeds of such revenues, the amount in excess of such 3% percent shall be paid to the Town of Vivianby the Grantee.  Amounts due hereunder shall be computed quarterly, for the periods ending March 31, June 30, September 30 and December 31, and payments shall be made within thirty (30) days after the expiration of the quarter with respect to which payment is due.

This franchise ordinance will not be effective unless it is accepted by Grantee by written notice delivered or mailed to the Mayor within 90 days after the date of its passage and publication as required by law.

The provisions hereof are intended to be separate and severable, and the holding of any portion hereof to be invalid shall not affect the other portions.

An ordinance for the Code of Ordinance, Town of Vivian, Louisiana, to amend and supplement  Article III. LITTER of Chapter 8 HEALTH AND SANITATION Section 8-56 - Definitions, Section 8-65 - Owners to Maintain Premises Free of Litter and Section 8-68 - Penalties of the Code of Ordinance of the Town of Vivian, Louisiana are hereby enacted to read as follows:

Section 8-56 Definitions  

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Authorized private receptacle shall mean a litter storage and collection container constructed so as to reasonably confine and retain litter and trash.

Garbage shall mean putrescible animal and vegetable wastes resulting from the handling, 

preparation, cooking and consumption of food.

Litter shall include, but not limited to, disposable packages, containers, garbage, refuse, rubbish, tin cans, trash, debris, dead animals or any other discarded materials of any kind and description and all other waste material which, if thrown or deposited.

Park shall mean a park, reservation, playground, beach, recreation center or any other public area, owned or used by the municipality and its inhabitants, and devoted to active or passive recreation.

Private premises shall mean any dwelling, house, building or other structure, designed or used wholly or in part for private residential purposes, whether inhabited or temporarily or continuously uninhabited or vacant, and shall include any yard, grounds, walk, driveway, porch, steps, vestibule or mailbox belonging or appurtenant to the dwelling, house, building or other structure.

Public place shall mean any street, sidewalk, boulevard, alley, or other public way and any public park, square, space, grounds or building.

Refuse shall mean all putrescible and nonputrescible solid waste (except body waste), including garbage, rubbish, ashes, street cleanings, dead animals, abandoned motor vehicles and solid market and industrial wastes.

Rubbish shall mean nonputrescible solid wastes consisting of both combustible and noncombustible wastes, such as paper, wrappings, cigarettes, cardboard, tin cans, yard clippings, leaves, wood, glass, bedding, crockery, plastic and similar materials.

Vehicle shall mean every device in, upon, or by which any person or property is or may be transported or drawn upon a highway, including devices used exclusively upon stationary rails or tracks.

Sec. 8-65. - Owners to maintain premises free of litter. 

The owner or person in control of any private property shall at all times maintain the premises free of litter on any open or vacant private property whether owned by that person or not.  Said owner or person shall have ten days from the date of notice to remove and maintain the premises free of litter.

Sec. 8-68 - Penalties.

Any person who violates this chapter shall be fined in accordance with Section 1-13 of the Code Ordinances of the Town of Vivian.

An ordinance for the Code of Ordinance, Town of Vivian, Louisiana, to amend and supplement  Article II. GRASS, WEEDS, AND WILD GROWTH of Chapter 8 HEALTH AND SANITATION Section 8-32-Notice to Owners of the Code of Ordinance of the Town of Vivian, Louisiana are hereby enacted to read as follows:

Section 8-32 - Notice to Owners.
(a) The mayor or his designee shall notify, as is shown on the last assessment roll of the Town of Vivian, the individual property owners who are not in compliance with the provision contained in the article, by certified United States mail, return receipt requested, or by hand delivery notice to said owner by the chief of police, his designated officer or the code enforcement officer for the Town of Vivian, advising the property owners that any lot, place, property or and/or area having grass or weeds or other deleterious, unhealthy, or noxious growths or accumulations exceeding the height described in section 8-31 may be cut, destroyed or removed, or may be cleaned off and/or removed by the town within ten (10) days from the date the owner receives notice, unless sooner cut, cleaned and/or removed by the owner, agent or other person in control of such lot, place, property or area.
(b) However, the town may undertake the cutting, destruction, or removal of noxious weeds or grass or other deleterious, unhealthful, or noxious growths on any property within the town on a monthly basis without having to notify said owner on a continuing basis as required by subsection (a) of this section if the property owner liable has been previously notified pursuant to subsection (a) at any time during the immediately preceding six (6) months, and has failed to do the work himself after opportunity to do so. However, prior to undertaking such work, the town shall file and record an affidavit, signed by the mayor of the town, at its administrative office. Such affidavit shall include the following:

(1) A description of the property sufficient to reasonably identify it.

(2) A photograph of the property sufficient to reasonably identify its unsafe or unsanitary condition and to justify the necessity for cutting, destroying, or removing weed, grass, or other noxious growths.

(3) A statement that the property owner liable has within the past six (6) months failed to do such work after notification and opportunity to do so pursuant to subsection (a) of this section.  (Code 1976, § 13-17; Ord. No. 460, 1-13-98; Ord. No. 577, 10-8-07; Ord. No. 608, 4-12-10)

AN ORDINANCE LEVYING A FEE ON UTILITY AND TAX CUSTOMERS WHO DO NOT PROVIDE AN ACCURATE BILLING ACCOUNT NUMBER 

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED  on motion made by Alderman _______________   seconded by Alderman __________ the following ordinance adopted at a regularly scheduled council meeting of the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Vivain held at Town Hall, 112 West Alabama Avenue, Vivian, Louisiana, on February 8, 2016, pursuant to due notice according to law and open to the public, at which meeting a quorum of members of the Board of Aldermen were present:  

WHEREAS, a Five Dollar ($5)   fee on utility and tax  bills will be assessed to customers who do not provide an accurate  billing account number when remitting payments

 WHEREAS, the fee for those customers who do not have the appropriate account number will be imposed when the account number is provided.

WHEREAS,  the fee to provide an account number is due and payable immediately.

WHEREAS,  fees will be calculated on the next utility bill for  collections that are rendered by mail without the proper account number.

 WHEREAS,  ad valorum taxes received in the mail without the proper account number, will be returned to sender . 

 THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED that any customer who fails to abide by this ordinance shall be subject to the penalties and shall have there utilities disconnected pursuant to section 18-192 of the code of ordinance of the Town of Vivian. 

 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the failure of any tax customer failing to abide by this ordinance then the fee shall be assessed on their annual ad valorem property tax bill and the property shall be subject to be sold at a tax sale pursuant to the procedures as set forth by Louisiana Law.
